Committee Reports: Worship: Planning is underway for Senior Sunday, which is May 5.  Senior gifts have been ordered.  There are currently 8-10 people attending Wynne Steele’s bible study group each Sunday.  The group is enjoying it and will continue to meet. Christian Education: Nothing to report.  Membership/Nurture: Flowers were sent to Jan Temple after her shoulder surgery.
